Job Description for GPST Hospital Doc. Teaching Session
Aims of GPST lead session

· To help GPSTs in hospital jobs to keep in touch with their intended career as a GP

· To aid peer interaction and encourage peer support.


· To help GPSTs to realise that a hospital specialist is not the best person to teach GP management of patients.

· To relate curriculum topics to General Practice Management ie. Helping knowledge to become applied

· To allow peer teaching to develop.

· To provide feedback on individual’s teaching.

Initial Session

We will have an initial session to gather group thoughts on which topics will be covered during the six months and decide who will be the lead GPST for each session. Everyone should lead at least one session during their 18months as a Hospital Doc. on the scheme.

The second half of the initial session will allow you to brainstorm your topic with a few colleagues; this discussion should cover

· Which areas of the topic to focus on

· Which teaching methods will you use – try to incorporate variety and involve the learners in doing tasks to enhance there understanding

· Teaching should involve the 3 domains of learning – think about skills and attitudes as well as knowledge.

· Remember the first part of the MRCGP exam is applied knowledge – most knowledge will be familiar to you but applying it in GP is the aim of this course.
Following this session you should have collected some useful ideas from your colleagues about what their learning needs are and how you might help them to satisfy these needs.

Personal Session Preparation
1) Reflect on the discussion and notes from the initial session.

2) Fill in the session planning template in as much detail as you can, being realistic about the time to achieve a task (the most common mistake is to try and do too much and run out of time)

3) If you get stuck, require advice; want some real GP scenarios etc. e-mail the CO asap.

4) e-mail the CO facilitator 3 weeks prior to your session with all material for the session:

· session plan 

· handouts

· guideline materials

· quiz questions and answers

· scenarios
